ministrating according to the customs to win over various minorities there, and so on. Military suppression and consoli—
dation measures are used simultaneously for the minorities in the west and northwest. Zhuge’s enlightened ethnic ide-
ology and practical ethnic policies are of great significance to the stability of the area and the consolidation of the
Shuhan regime. We can borrow some ideas from his policy of appeasement to handle some contemporary ethnic affairs.
