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Abstract Not only with the general characteristics, the local governments of national autonomous regions have their own unique
characteristics in the Chinese government system. The local governments of national autonomous regions, with a special administrative
environment, special missions and duties, a special legal status and a special power composition, etc. are charged with important
responsibilities and heavy undertakings against the background of improving continuously the nation-wide market economic system

and carrying out further the administrative reform.
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
