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On the Food Security
in Some Underdeveloped Regions in China

Abstract: Food security in the underdeveloped regions is one of the most important components in China’s food security. It
will be influenced by such factors as weather condition, water resources, land resources, population, human resources,
agricultural machinery and tools, the level of science and technology, thought and policy.
